PSHE and Child Protection
The School Child Protection Policy states that the PSHE curriculum includes opportunities for “children to develop the skills they need to recognise and stay safe from abuse”.

The scheme of work includes topics on:

· Talking to strangers – safety

· Right and wrong

· Communication – recognising who they can talk to and improving skills

· Awareness of agencies that help, e.g. Childline and work of other organisations which help children suffering from abuse.
· Self esteem and confidence-raising exercises

· Human Rights, including Rights of a Child

· Anti-Bullying work (touches upon mental and physical cruelty)

· ‘Famous 5 Minutes’ – free discussion session each lesson (for all years) to deal with all issues, including worries and issues that are in the news during the week.
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
