Pre-Prep. We have a wonderful Nursery team of very experienced staff
including our Nursery Teacher and two NNEB Nursery Nurses. The core
Nursery hours run from 8.45 am to 11.45 am with optional Busy Bees
afternoon sessions, and we offer flexible wraparound care that allows
children to stay from 7.30 am until 6.00 pm every day.
